The Concept

Project ISI is designed to encourage men in every church
to belong to a Small Group of between four and twelve
members. Each small group is expected to meet
regularly, preferably weekly, but where that is impossible,
not less than twice every month.

Why Small Groups?

The strongest case for Small Groups is that it is the Lord
Jesus' preferred teaching, discipleship and accountability
method. Remember He spent most of his three and a half
years of earthly ministry teaching, discipling and being
accountable for and to twelve men?

Dr Patrick Morley, Founder and Chairman of Man in the
Mirror ministry puts it this way: Jesus used a small group
to create momentum. Jesus launched His divine plan to
redeem mankind by making disciples out of a small
group...Jesus knew that most meaningful change takes
place in the context of small group relationships--men
sharpening men with truth, encouraging each other for the
daily battle, and sticking with each other over the long
haul.”
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
